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ASRA Assumes Management of Championship Cup Series

2006 Rules Committee Changes Little

For the second time in two years, the CCS
Rules Committee found itself with a very

short agenda.

Only a couple of rule clarifications and
one serious change of SuperSport rules was
on the slate and the rules committee finished

in record time.

Starting with the 2006 season, the Rules
Committee has voted to restrict internal
engine modifications on air cooled twins in
SuperSport. Citing the abundant displace-
ment advantage already given these ma-
chines, the committee concurred that
allowing unlimited internal modifications gave
the machines too much of a potential advan-
tage. So the wording was changed to allow
only twin cylinder air cooled machines
produced prior to the 1999 model year would
be allowed unlimited internal modifications.
Their estimation is that this would once again
restore parity between the liquid cooled, 4-
valve twins and the air cooled models. Once
again that only affects SuperSport machines.
Those models have not been changed in other

classes.

The 2006 Committee also clarified the
displacement allowed for triples in Thunder-
Bike (675cc for liquid cooled models, 1200ccs

for air cooled, non injected models).

One other clarification/change for
ThunderBike, now the 748 series Ducati can
run in CCS ThunderBike as long as the

displacement remains 750cc or less.

The last suggestion they covered was a
change in our point system for CCS. The
committee felt the Formula USA system from
last year was a more realistic system, since
you could actually recover from missing a race
simply by beating your competitors instead of
having to hope they didn’t make a race. So for
2006, CCS will convert to the 35-point, 24-

place system.

Well that’s it in a nutshell, the 2006 Rules
Committee appreciates everyone who
submitted their requests for change or
clarification and they ask that you keep those
cards an letters coming in so they will have
something to do in 2007!

See you at the races.
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Well it’s that time of the year again, if you
want to change your number, now is your
chance. If you are interested in changing
your competition number for 2006, you
must fill in your new number requests and
return them to the Fort Worth office as
soon as possible. Then on January 7th, we

will start assigning new numbers (those

Changes In

The 2006 pre-entry fee structure for
CCS remains the same at §70 for the
tirst non—purse class entry, $50 for the
second non—purse class entry, and then
each additional non—purse class entry
will be $35. These fees will continue to
provide electronic scoring at all CCS-
ASRA promoted events.

For 2000, all regional Unlimited GP
class pre-entries will be $70, regardless
of how many classes you will be
participating in. Unlimited GP will be
the only purse paying class remaining at
all Forth Worth promoted events.
(Affiliates may have a different fee
structure, so please check with your
local promoter for the correct fees.)

Returning in 20006 are the Twin
Sprint events at selected facilities. For
those of you who are new to these
events, we run all the sprint classes
once between Friday and Saturday
morning and then reverse the order,
and run them off for a second time
on Saturday afternoon and Sunday.

January 6th is the Deadline!

riders who did not renew by the 2006
deadline will have their numbers up for
grabs) based on the order that the new
number request was received at the Fort
Worth office. If the new number you
requested is available, your number will be
changed and with a little luck, you’ll be
sporting the number of your dreams.

Naturally, if you like your 2005 number, all
you have to do is renew before the January
6th deadline and you will get to keep it for
another season. So either way, send your
license renewal in today, and sport the
number you want for 20006!

2006 CCS and New ASRA Entry Fees

This allows you to compete in 2-points
paying races on the same weekend,
reducing gate, travel and hotel costs,
while giving you twice the racing !

Pre-entry fees for the Road America
and Barber Twin Sprint events will be
$75 for the first class and $50 for each
additional. Post-entry fees will be $75
per class. (These facilities are substan-
tially more expense than most other
venues, that is why we only run them
once a year and the fees have to be
higher to cover the additional costs.)

Gate fees for the majority of venues
will be $35 Three—day, $25 Two-day
and $15 One—day prices just as they
were in 2005. At facilities that allow
overnight camping, Saturday only
passes may not be available due to the
continued abuse of this privilege.
Special events such as Daytona and the
Loudon Classic have higher gate fees

Welcome to the CCS Racing Family!
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After another exciting year for racing,
Formula USA is haning up it’s moniker and
it will be replaced by the American Sport-
Bike Racing Association for 2006.

After some closer evaluation, the only
class that won’t return for another season
in the Pro Series is Formula SportBike.
While the formula kept the racing close and
competitive, participation had droppped off
too much to continue. So we say goodbye to
Formula SportBike for 2006.

Returning with no changes is SportBike.
With a 350 pound minimum weight limit
and a maximum of 105 horsepower for
2006, limits easily attained by current
machines legal for this class, the competi-
tion will be hot and heavy for the title in
premeir ASRA class

Formula USA shocked some people in
2003 by reducing the size of it’s SuperBikes
to 660cc, a move that has proven to be a
prophetic change as the world’s most
famous motorcycle race, the Daytona 200,
has adopted the format to use for 2005 and
beyond. The SuperBike class returns with
ASRA maintaining it’s existing displacement

and weight restrictions.

The ThunderBike class, the crowd
favorite, returns without change leaving
the ratio to 4.0 pounds per horsepower
(tested weight divided by tested horse-
power) for twins and triples. Four cylinder
machines will be required to meet 5.0
pounds per horsepower (tested weight

divided by tested horsepower).

Let’s not forget the Team Challenge,
continuing in the ASRA line-up for it’s sixth

season. The two changes for the Team
Challenge this season are purse will now
be set on number of entries, with a bonus
for overall, and the schedule will vary from
the ASRA Sprint schedule with overlaps at
Daytona and Road America. The 2006 Team
Challenge schedule is listed further back in
this newsletter. Entry fees for Team
Challenge will be $175 pre-entry and $200

per post-entry.

The projected 2006 ASRA Point Fund is
listed to the right, these figures are based
on sponsorship, licensing and participation
so as the funds reach their projected levels,

we will confirm the amounts.

2006 Competition License Fees ASRA and CCS

For 2006 the CCS license fee will be $110 from
now until July 1, $75 if purchased between July 1
and August 31, and $35 if purchased after
September 1. If you have earned a Regional Top
Ten Number and would like to use it, please
contact Kevin Elliott in the Fort Worth Office
for instructions.

The price for a n ASRA license will be $150
from now until July 1, $110 if purchased between
July 1 and August 31, and $60 if purchased after
September 1. The purchase of an ASRA license

automatically includes your CCS license. There
will be two statuses of ASRA license, Amateur and
Expert. Current Expert status is required for
competition in SportBike or SuperBike. Thunder-
Bike is open to both Experts and Amateurs.

There you have it, two levels of license, ASRA and
CCS, and one reasonable price for the season. It
just doesn’t get any easier than that.

Remember the renewal cut-off is January
6th!

Policy and Procedure Changes For CCS

With the change in management,
there are some important changes
you need to know about for CCS.

Pre-entries for the Daytona event are
open. Please keep in mind the fees
for Daytona are different than other
races, the first CCS pre-entry is
$125 and each additional entry is
$90. This includes your event pass if
you pre-enter. (A savings of $50.)

ASRA Sprint Series pre-entry is
$100 per class. (Does not include
you gate pass.)

ASRA Team Challenge pre-entry is
$175 per class and does not include
any gate passes.

Post entry fees are $100 per class
for CCS, $125 for ASRA and $200
for Team Challenge, so pre-enter
today and save!

Pre-entry deadline is
February 10th!

First, creditslipsfrom GT
races or refund slips issued by
CCE will no longer be accepted
for license fees. They can only be
used to enter races hosted soley by
the Fort Worth office. This means
events at Blackhawk Farms, Gin-
german Raceway, Autobahn CC,
Roebling Road Raceway, Carolina
Motorsports Park, Virginia Interna-
tional Raceway and Summit Point
Raceway are the only venues eligible
for their use.

Second, we will only be paying
trophies out to the top three in
each class, if you wish to have your
fourth and fifth place plaques mailed
toyou from A&J Recognition for
$5.95 each to cover postage and
handling, we will get them for you.
(We threw away more of these
plaques than we gave out in 2004 &
2005.)

Third, the GT raceswill no

longer pay out cash or certifi-

cates for a purse. These races
will continue to be timed events,
but they will only countas an
additional entry, not a $70/$75
entry as in the past.

These moves are designed to
keep us from raising entry and
gate fees to offset the increase in
costs that we have seen for the
2006 season. While these items
may inconvenience some riders,
all riders will benefit by keeping
the price of entries and gate fees
at their current levels.

We appreciate your continued
support and patronage and we
look forward to seeing you at
the races in 2006.

New CCS Track Champions, Points Structure
And Top Ten Programs for 2006

We have revised the Track
Championship Program for 2006,
instead of just rewarding the just
Overall Expert and Amateur we
are going to award class champi-
onships at Summit Point and
Blackhawk Farms. (The only two
facilities that have 5 or more races
ayear.) This “series-within-a-
series” will give an opportunity
for those who are not able to
follow the regional or national
championships to distinguish
themselves on a smaller budget.

With this change, we will no
longer give free entries to the
Overall Expert and Amateur
Champion, instead that money
will be redirected to pay for the 40
class championship trophies and
two Overall Trophies at each
track.

While the old points system had
it’s advantages, the 2006 Rules
Committee voted to revamp the
system and go with what had
been used last year with Formula
USA. A 35-point, 24-place system
that would actually enable riders
who DNF’ed or missed a round to
overcome that deficit on the track
rather than having to count on
their competitors to DNF or miss
a round themselves. This is a
problem the committee had
struggled with for several years
and now they feel comfortable
with this change for CCS. Now is
your opportunity to comment on
this change, while we tend to take
the committee’s recommenda-
tions, until the rule book is
finalized we have the ability to
make them review and change

their decision. To comment on
that, please e-mail us at
ASRAracing@aol.com with your
input.

The last suggestion that we
would like to hear comments on is
a change to the assignment of
Top Ten Numbers in the regions
run by the CCS main office. After
test numerous mathematical
formulas, point systems and
theories, the committee recom-
mended a simple system that
everyone could calculate.

You take a riders overall points
and multiply them by his perfor-
mance index. (i.e. arider with a
performance index of 900 who
scores 1000 points would have a
overall total of 9000 points, while
arider with a performance index
of 725 with 1200 points would
have an overall total of 8700
points.) The committee felt this
was the only fair way to index all
riders and elevate the status of
the overall championships, since
you get credit for racing in
multiple classes as well as being
rewarded for doing well in those
classes.
